DOS Based Installation

1. Place the disk in the CD-ROM drive

2. Create a DOS window (by typing “command” from the start ( run) in Windows 95/98 (“cmd” in Windows NT)
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3. In the DOS window, create a new directory using the following commands

begin by finding the root of the HD by typing cd\
4. Create a directory by typing mkdir mds

5. Install the application by typing the following:
d:\install c mds

where d:\ is the path of your CD-ROM drive, c is the location of the directory just created (or any disk being used) and mds the directory to install to (again which was created in step 4)
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6. Enter the mds directory by typing cd\mds
7. Run the application by typing mds
Windows 95/98 Installation

1. Navigate to start ( run

2. In the “Run” window, type d:\install c mds
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Where d:\ is the path to the CD-ROM and c  is the destination drive of the application
