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The level of data detail in this text is higher than the normal book. In order to provide maximum focus on the tool aspects two supplementary web-based support systems have been created. These are:
1. ProjectNMotion—this is a custom audio-video site containing tutorials related to various aspect of the project life cycle. The first lesson in each phase deals with brief theory, while the remaining lessons focus on more syntactical issues of MS Project that new users tend to have the most trouble with. Where applicable, the text references selected lessons from this site that will support the tool discussions in that area. The audio from this web site can be access through any Internet compatible device; however the screen display need to be large enough to see the font sizes for some examples. The URL for access is:

2. Taylor and Francis publisher web site--Various examples throughout the text show reasonable large sets of data. In most cases it would not be reasonable to use examples of this size; however they offer good working examples so long as the reader does not have to reproduce them. To solve that issue, the Taylor and Francis (publisher) web site is used to store these examples. This allows the reader to extract working examples and incrementally deal with them.
