In January 2001 a magnitude 7.7 earthquake struck El Salvador. The death toll topped out at 944 souls, with another 5,565 injured and 108,261 homes destroyed. Many deaths were caused by the Las Colinas/Santa Tecla landslide (Figure 12.1). This quake occurred within an active tectonic zone that extends from Alaska to the southern tip of Chile and is caused by the Pacific tectonic plate crashing into and diving under the South American and North American crustal plates.
